Sanctuary Remodel Update: We have received quotes for the 
remodel construction of the sanctuary for video monitors.  The cost 
is approximately $25,000.  On July 13th Vision Council will host a 
discussion on whether or not we want to move forward with the 
construction or consider an alternate installation plan.  If you would 
like a refresh on the options for installation, please review the video 
from our previous discernment session on the video monitors 
https://youtu.be/np4_RnyGdlk .   As a refresher, the congregation 
has previously voted in favor of building in the monitors rather than 
mounting them on the existing front walls. However, the caveat 
included was that preference would be dependent on the 
cost.  Please give this spending prayerful consideration and plan to 
join us for the discussion and decision on July 13th following 
worship.  
 
Call for Nominations to Vision Council Positions We are inviting 
the congregation to make nominations of members to serve on 
upcoming open Vision Council positions. While our regular 
discernment process will occur in the fall, the Vision Council 
positions often need advance timing to help facilitate smooth 
transitions.   This is a wonderful opportunity for you to serve our 
church community and help guide our mission and 
activities. Positions Available: Both the Treasurer and Secretary 
positions on Vision Council will be open for the two-year term 
beginning January 2026. We hope to identify a candidate to 
participate in the fall activities in preparation for the start of the term. 
This is most helpful and critical for the Treasurer position as we 
perform year end financials and new year budget proposals.
